MEDIUM FLAT PANEL DISPLAY TILT MOUNT
MTR Series

The MTR Series tilt mount accommodates medium flat
pand displays weighing up to 125 Ibs (56.70kgs).

Theteardrop holes in the mount allow for quick
connect/disconnect of the display, thus simplifying
installation and mai ntenance processes.

Thetop and bottom mounting brackets are adaptable to
single wood stud mounting or dual wood studs that are
16" on center.

The display can be pulled and tilted into any positionin
the zero-to-15 degree tilt range and remain stationary.
When fully retracted, the mount depth is 1.56 inches.

After installing the display on the mount, the screen can
belocked in place using the convenient latching flag.

A padlock can be used on the latching flag for added
Security.

The mount is concealed behind the display, making it a
low profile wall mount.

Make surethe flag securing the display is completely lowered at all times except when
removing or installing the display. The flag must be all the way down when
installing/removing cables.

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MTR INSTALLATION

Perform the following procedures to mount the MTR.

Select Mounting L ocation
To sdect the mounting location, do the following:

WARNING: It istheresponsibility of theinstaller to

verify that the wall to which the mount is
anchor ed will safely support the
combined load of all attached
components and equipment.

1. Deerminethe exact mounting location to install the

wall mount prior to installation, keeping in mind the
screen size.

NOTE: Mount the MTR on dual wall studs or some other

equivalent supporting framework that is vertical
or horizontal.

2. Using a stud sensor, locate the wood stud(s) where

you will mount the MTR, as follows:

o Refer to Figure 2 for single wood stud mounting.

OR

o Refer to Figure 3 for dual wood stud mounting,
wood studs that are 16" apart on center.

Draw alevel plumb lineto indicate the desired height
of the mount.

Holding the MTR against the wall, select the
mounting holes that best suits your situation (see
Figure 4).

NOTE: For dual wood stud mounting, the holes are

slotted to allow for lateral movement. The mount
can be centered, or shifted to the left of center, or
right of center depending on stud location.

5. Mark the mounting holes you selected in Step 4.

Make sure the mounting holes are square and
straight.

Lay the MTR down on the floor.

Drill the pilot holesinto the center of the wood
stud(s) at the locations marked in Step 5 using the
correct drill bit.

2. Install thelag bolts and washersinto the pilot holes
previously drilled, as described bel ow.

o Install two lag bolts and two washers for single
wood stud mounting.

o Install four lag bolts and four washers into the
slotted holes for dual wood stud mounting.

INSTALL THE DISPLAY

Toinstall the display, do the following:

NOTE: Vaeify that all power/audio/video cables are
disconnected from the display and the latching
flagislowered in the down position before
attempting to mount the display. MSB — -

1. Withtheaid of another person, lift the display up to Figure5. Mount Plasma Tilt Bracket to Wall
the mount (10) on the wall, aligning mounting
buttons on the M SB with the teardrop dots on the
mount, and lower the display firmly into place (see
Figure5).

2. Raisethelatching flag to secure the display (see
Figure 6). If the flag does not fully engage, check to
ensure the mounting buttons are fully seated in the
slots.

NOTE: A padiock may beinstalled through the hole in
the latching flag for additional security.

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TILT ADJUSTMENT

To tilt the display 0° to 15° down, do the following:

1. Manualy tilt the display 0° to 15° down into the
desired position.
2. If desired, tighten the nut (see Figure 7) using a 3/8”

wrench to increase the amount of tension needed to
hold the mount in the position set in Step 1.

NOTE: Tighten the nuts only to adjust the amount of
tension needed to manually tilt and hold the mount in
place. Do not over-tighten the nuts. Over-tightening the
nuts may cause excessive wear and may damage your
mount.

3. Repeat Steps 1 and 2 until the desired tension is
obtained.

REMOVE THE DISPLAY

To remove the display from the mount, do the following:
1. Disconnect al power/audio/video cables.

2. Lower thelatching flag to unlock the display (refer to
Figure 6).

3. With theaid of another person, lift the display up and
out of the teardrop dots in the mount to remove the
display.
